Only a handful of directors have built a work as monumental as Terry Gilliam's, cult for generations of movie 
buffs. The Imaginarium of Terry Gilliam will invite us to (re)discover his peculiar, spectacular, fantastic and epic 
cinema, offering us an unprecedented access to his “Gilliamesque” cabinet of curiosities. From Brazil to The 
Man Who Killed Don Quixote, with an enthusiastic nod to the Monty Python saga, from his box office flops to 
the movies he never got to make, Terry Gilliam holds an outsized and legendary place in motion-picture history.

Published in 1852, Uncle Tom's Cabin was a bombshell in American society. Harriet Beecher Stowe's novel inflamed 
passions and made the abolition of slavery a national debate – it is even considered as a trigger of the Civil War 
according to Abraham Lincoln. “Uncle Tom” personified the struggle against slavery, yet it became over time an insult 
within the black community, a nickname for those who were seen as too docile toward whites.
This documentary tells the conflicting story of the best-selling book of the 19th Century after the Bible – a novel as 
liberating as it was a vector of the worst racist prejudices, and which continues to irrigate racial issues up to Black 
Lives Matter.

Daring in Frances Ha, adapting brilliantly Little Women and breaking world box-office records with Barbie: 
in less than a decade, Greta Gerwig has established herself as both an icon of independent cinema and a 
blockbuster filmmaker. Now Jury President of the 2024 Cannes Film Festival, Greta Gerwig made her way, 
without abandoning her artistic ambitions and feminist convictions. Women and their voices have always been 
at the heart of her work, exposing sexist stereotypes. Following her from her beginnings in Sacramento to her 
recognition in LA and NYC, this documentary portrays a success-story.

In the 1950s, the young determined MP Maria Jaszczuk managed to pass a law recognizing the right to abortion.
